Crime Analysis Training

Description and Dates of Scheduled Training

Introduction to Crime Analysis
This introductory training course provides an overview of the foundations of crime analysis.  Attendees will learn about crime analysis theory and concepts, different data types used in crime analysis (i.e., qualitative, quantitative, geographic), types of systems used to analyze this data (i.e., Geographic Information Systems, Excel), analysis techniques (i.e., tactical, strategic), and application of analysis within police practice.  Additionally, the training will detail specific examples of crime analysis and a typology of crime analysis products that can be practically applied within attendees’ agencies.  
Who should attend: We suggest individuals who conduct crime analysis or supervise the crime analysis function attend this course. Although this is an introductory course, it will cover the most recent topics concerning crime analysis, so even seasoned analysts will learn new skills. The innovative content offered as part of this course is different than content offered in courses conducted by institutions other than the University of Maryland’s Institute for Governmental Service and Research.

Advanced Crime Analysis

This training will cover research methods, descriptive and inferential statistics, evaluation, and long-term problem analysis; this includes reliability and validity, populations and samples, evaluation methods, and applied examples of these techniques.
